DEARBORN DISCOVERY CORE 
The Dearborn Discovery Core (DDC) is the university’s general education program. The Michigan Transfer Agreement (MTA) is a state-wide program 
designed to facilitate the transfer of general education requirements from a community college to a university degree. Students can choose to apply 
transfer credits on an individual basis or use the MTA to fulfill DDC requirements.

● Submission of an application and transcripts from every college/university attended. 
● A minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.75. 

Transfer Credit Policies 

● A maximum of 62 community college credits may be applied. 
● A maximum of 75 credits from a university or university & community college combination be applied. 
● Courses must be completed with a minimum grade of C to transfer. 

Application Deadlines 
All materials must be received by application deadline to be considered for admission. 

• Fall: August 15 
• Winter: December 15 
• Summer I: April 15 
• Summer II: June 15
