1) Admission Requirements

o Detailed information can be found on the Apply as a Transfer Student website.

e Submission of an application and transcripts from every college/university attended.
e Transfer students with less than 24 completed college credits must also provide their high school transcripts.
e A minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 for all majors with one exception.

o Minimum 2.75 for the College of Engineering and Computer Science if Calculus Il is not complete.

2) Application Deadlines

All required materials must be received by the application deadline to be considered for admission.

e Fall: August 15
e \Winter: December 15
e Summer I: April 15

e Summer Il: April 15

3) Transfer Policies

e Courses must be completed with a minimum grade of C to be accepted for transfer.

e Courses accepted for transfer are not guaranteed to apply towards the chosen degree program.

e There is no limit to the number of credits that can be transferred, however, a minimum of 30 credits must be
completed at UM-Dearborn to earn a degree.
